2. Minutes of the 49th Annual General Meeting:
They were proposed as correct by Tony Murray, and seconded by Jenni Corr, as a true and correct record of the last Annual General Meeting – all were in favour. They were signed by the Chairman Mark Feneley. 
3. Matters Arising:

There were no matters arising from the Minutes of last year. 
4. Chairman’s Annual Report:

I would like to thank you all for attending the Annual General Meeting. We have 817 members and membership is consistently good.
I would like to thank the ski and snowboard instructors who provide the day to day lessons and run the schools work. I must thank all the volunteers who run the café, fit and service the skis and take part in the work parties. My thanks go to the Race Team Instructors Lindsey Allen, David Eaves, Kaigan Witts and David Murray. The Winter Race League was very successful and my thanks go to Jenni Corr and Lorna Side and their team of helpers. Thanks go, too, to Jenni Corr for running the North West Schools Race and to Fiona, Stefan and their team who ran the Pendle Club National Race. I would like to thank all the Committee Members and those who act as Duty Officers. They run the club on behalf of our members and it would not be successful without their very hard work. 
We were given planning permission for the new building and car park at the end of last year and we have been working hard to raise the money. We have put aside money from our income during the year. We have just been given a grant of £75,000 so the total money saved to date is £215,000. This takes the money saved to above the halfway stage. 

As we are closed for six months of the year I have been working on a plan to use the club more in the closed season. I am proposing that the club becomes a Centre of Excellence in the country for the training of instructors. I have been in contact with Snowsport England and they have agreed that we can have a second Level 4 Tutor to help Gerry Wigglesworth with instructor training. Three of our instructors have recently undertaken a Level 4 training course and one will be chosen by Snowsport England to be the second tutor. 

I believe that we must look after our core instructor base. Any member who choses to be an Instructor at Level 1 or Level 2 will be trained free of charge. We will encourage our  members to train as an instructor. Instructors choosing to undertake courses at Level 3 and Level 4 will only be paid for when there is a need for such an instructor within the club structure. 
5. Treasurer’s Report and Statement of Accounts:
The members present received a copy of the Accounts. Bob Simpson, the Treasurer, gave a report and answered questions from the members concerning the accounts. He explained that though membership was slightly reduced, costs had been kept to a minimum and that the club was in a very sound financial position 
6. Election of Auditors:

It was proposed by Bob Simpson and seconded by David Murray that “Windle and Bowker Accountants” were appointed as club accountants for the following year. All were in favour.
7. Election of Treasurer
It was proposed by Mark Feneley and seconded by Helen Ashworth that Bob Simpson be re-elected Club Treasurer for a three-year period. All were in favour. 

8. Election of Committee Members: 

It was proposed by Helen Ashworth and seconded by Roger Abrahams that David Coppin, John Holmes and Nigel Wight be elected to the Committee for a three-year period. All were in favour.
